Almost three fifths of rail commuters suffer delayed journeys at least twice a week, often arriving late for work or incurring extra costs, according to a passenger survey published today.
The study, by the Consumers' Association, said the rising number of complaints reflected "not the occasional bad experience, but a daily ordeal of poor services and late, unreliable and overcrowded trains."
One in seven passengers said their trains had been late at least five times in the week of the survey, which took place during mild weather last September. Replicated on a national scale, this would suggest that more than 200,000 commuters faced hold - ups every journey. More than 40 per cent of travellers said unpunctual services made them late for work at least once during the week, and a slightly higher proportion experienced delays on the way home.
Poor timekeeping also led to additional financial burdens for many passengers in the form of higher childcare fees, extra parking charges or taxi fares. Overcrowded carriages were a further problem, with four in 10 rail users saying they had to stand at least once a week, and one in 10 reporting that their usual train had been so congested that they had to wait for the next one.
The Railway Forum, which represents all the industry's main companies, accepted that some points in the study were "well - founded" and that passengers had a right to expect efficient services. Investment was higher than for many years, though the benefits would take time to become evident. A spokesman added: "More people are travelling by rail and more services are in operation, indicating that all is not bad and that the industry is moving in the right direction."
